The final 2013-14 state budget also 
➤➤ Increased aid to public libraries by $4 million
➤➤ Increased state funding to Suffolk County Community College by $2.2 million
➤➤ Provides an additional $4 million for  Early College High School grants
➤➤ Increased funding to Adult Literacy Education by  $1 million

➤➤ Restored over $1.5 million for SUNY and child care centers that provide assistance to parents who  attend college
