The ProblemThe Problem
•	 One in three teenagers 

reports having a close 
friend who abuses 
prescription (Rx) pain 
relievers to get high.

•	 1.5 million American 
teenagers have reported 
that they’ve abused 
prescription drugs.

•	 Half of teenagers polled 
do not see a great risk 
abusing Rx or over-the-
counter (OTC) drugs.

•	 Teenagers believe that 
Rx and OTC medicines 
are safer than street 
drugs.

•	 Changes in academic 
performance

•	 Changes in behavior or 
physical appearance

•	 Physical evidence or drug 
paraphernalia

•	 Changes in sleeping 
patterns

•	 Changes in appetite

•	 Sudden changes in 
personal finances

•	 Missing items, i.e. jewelry 
or money

•	 Risk-taking behaviors 
such as tobacco or
