✓✓ Community college base 
aid funding was increased to 
$19.5 million.

✓✓ The Assembly rejected the 
proposal to shift $485 million 
of CUNY expenses to New 
York City, because city families 
shouldn’t have to unfairly foot 
the bill for state costs.
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
