New Gun Control Laws Resulting from the NY SAFE Act and amendments in the State
Budget:

¢ Criminalizes the transfer of a previously legal assault weapon (pre-1994 ban and
pre-2013 expansion of definition of assault weapons) to anyone who could not
legally possess same.

¢ (Criminalizes possession of an ammunition feeding device that can contain more
than 10 rounds of ammunition. Large capacity ammunition feeding devices can be

transferred within one year to someone out of state or who can legally possess it.

¢ (Criminalizes the possession of an ammunition feeding device stocked with more
than seven rounds (although you can possess ammunition feeding devices that
could hold up to 10 rounds).
e Requires the registration of assault weapons with the State Police every five years.
