Assemblyman Ryan recently joined Lackawanna Mayor Geoff Szymanski and 
Lackawanna City Council Members Abdul Noman and Annette Iafallo for a tour of 
progress of the Lackawanna Homes project. The owner and developer of the project 
is the Lackawanna Housing Development Corporation. The project is constructing 47 
single-family homes and a Community Center in Lackawanna’s First Ward. The project 
is being constructed by The NRP Group LLC, and the $12 million cost is funded by New 
York State Office of Homes and Community Renewal, the City of Lackawanna, and Erie 
County.
