The 2015-2016 New York State Budget includes several changes to the School Tax Relief
Exemption (STAR) program including: the elimination of the New York City STAR Persona
Income Tax Reduction for high earners, the ability for the Department of Taxation and Finance to
recoup certain erroneously granted STAR exemptions, and a one-time relief for certain unenrolled
STAR registrants who registered with the Department of Taxation and Finance, but failed to apply
for the exemption with their local assessor. The Committee would like to discuss the
implementation and impact of these programmatic changes. Included within the discussion, the
Committee is interested in addressing any legislative changes that could be made to improve the
effectiveness of the STAR program.
