Katrina Trask (1853-
1922) was a poet 
and philanthropist 
who co-founded 
Yaddo, an artists’ and 
writers’ community 
in Saratoga Springs. 
Former artists of 
Yaddo have been awarded the Nobel Prize, Pulitzer Prizes, MacArthur Fellowships and National Book Awards, among other honors.4
