Under U.S. Census standards, the MENA community is classified as “White" and the state is not required to disaggregate the data to
garner valuable information about the MENA community. As someone who recognizes the importance of collecting accurate data, this
bill will ensure we have information on health disparities, language access needs, and any disproportionate impacts of environmental
policies on MENA communities. MENA communities, such as those in Queens, experience disparities simply because they are not
counted, thus missing out on critical services and resources. Disaggregating MENA communities from the “White" category will remove
barriers and better inform public policy. | also helped secure over $1.6 million to support capital projects and local organizations that
serve our district, including the Lexington School for the Deaf, Make the Road New York, the Dominico-American Society of Queens,
HANAC, Queens Community House, SelfHelp Community Services, Woodside on the Move, and others.
