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. Mayor Bill de Blasio announced that in-person
learning will be delayed for some students. All students
will not return to school buildings on Monday, September
21st. The updated schedule to return to school is:

. Monday, September 21:: Blended learning
students in grades 3-K and Pre-K, as well as all
grades in District 75;

. Tuesday, September 29+: Blended learning
students enrolled in K-5 and K-8 schools; and

« Thursday, October 1s: Blended learning students
enrolled in middle schools, high schools, secondary
schools (schools spanning grades 6-12), and transfer
schools/adult education.

. The mayor also announced that an additional 2,500
educators in addition to the 2,000 that was added
on Monday will be added to NYC schools.

« The mayor announced a new initiatives to address the
city’s sanitation and street cleanliness efforts.

« The Department of Sanitation of NY
is restoring approximately 65 litter basket
sanitation trucks.

« The New York City Economic Development
Corporation is restarting CleaNYC to:

. provide supplemental cleaning services in
neighborhoods and parks through the end of
2020; and
partner with the DOE Fund, to provide
employment, career training, and social
services to homeless and formerly incarcerated
individuals.
