PRESENCE OF CONTAMINANTS ON SITE CONFIRMED

An EPA on-site inspection on August 21 has now confirmed much of what the neighborhood watch volunteers exposed. In addi-
tion, the City Department of Sanitation has now admitted that there are lead contaminants in a portion of the land, as well as in
the water bottom, and we are continuing to demand that all work should be stopped until the community has the opportunity to be
informed of what is being done to protect against these contaminants.

COMPLAINT FILED WITH U.S. EPA

Colton and 46th A.D. Assemblywoman Pamela Harris, together with Councilmembers Mark Treyger and David Greenfield, State
Senator Diane Savino and Congressman Daniel Donovan, and the anti Waste Task Force Co-Chairs Charles Ragusa and Nancy Tong,
directly reached out to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to investigate the dangerous
conditions exposed by the photographs taken by the Neighborhood Watch volunteers. These dangerous actions include soil and debris
getting into the waters because of the failure to install protective barriers around the site, dust blowing from the site, large ponds of
storm waters extending onto the neighboring properties, and contaminated dredged materials being spilled into our waters.
