Together, the coalition
hosted our first event, titled “How Community Organizations and Faith Leaders Can Protect Immigrant New
Yorkers,” just a few weeks ago. We gathered to share resources and learn how to be stronger allies in the fight to
protect our newest New Yorkers.

Across the district, folks stepped up to lend a hand to those in need. Since the start of the year, we have
distributed thousands of pounds of food to NYCHA residents, packed hundreds of care kits for neighbors in need,
and mobilized to fight back against cuts to gender-affirming care at NYU Langone. |'ve also been advocating in
Albany to lower utility bills (A4870), make housing more affordable (A4954), and reform our criminal justice system
(A1010). We could not do this work without the support of our community, and we’re just getting started.
