As your voice in Albany, I am honored to continue to be the Chair of the
 Assembly’s Subcommittee on Consumer Fraud Protection and to serve on
 the Banks, Consumer Affairs and Protection, Corporations, Authorities
 and Commissions, Education, and Judiciary Committees.  I recently was
 appointed to the Codes Committee which plays an important
role in
 consideration of the State’s Criminal and Civil justice systems. 

In the New Year, New Yorkers are now benefitting from the passage of a
 new higher minimum wage and Paid Family Leave.

It is going to be a challenging year for the State Budget considering the
 federal climate.  New York State Comptroller DiNapoli estimates the
 budget will be facing a 4.4 billion dollar deficit.  A draft of the state
 budget will be released on January 16. 

I will continue to keep you informed of our work in Albany to fight for
 equitable resources and much needed legislation for the Upper East Side,
 Yorkville and Roosevelt Island.  Please stay in touch with my office about
 any issues that are important to you.

2. Projects must have been substantially completed
between December 1, 2016
 and December 1, 2017.

3. Only the exteriors of architectural projects and/or historically significant interiors will be
 considered.

4. Preservation
projects should be for restoration, rehabilitation, or adaptive re-use of historic
 buildings (including Post World War II architecture). The buildings may be located either
 in or out of the historic districts.

5. New construction is also eligible.
6. Individuals or advocacy groups must have contributed to the preservation of the Upper

 East Side's built environment.
