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Assembly Disabilities Chair Rebecca Seawright Rallies to Register New York Voters with

In 2022, only 50.8% of eligible people with disabilities voted and 14% reported struggling
to vote. That’s three times more than voters without disabilities. Based on estimates, 2.2
million voters with disabilities faced challenges in 2022.
