EFC’s Integrated Solutions Construction (ISC) Grants: 
For projects that incorporate green infrastructure into 
Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) projects to 
encourage and support green infrastructure alternatives 
and solutions. Successful applicants will construct projects 
that remove stormwater from combined, sanitary, or storm 
sewers. The proposed project should demonstrate the 
value of integrating green practices into traditional gray 
infrastructure projects to provide water quality benefits, as 
well as the advantages of natural systems. 

Awarded projects will receive 50% of the construction 
cost of eligible green stormwater practices. ISC grant 
funding is available only in conjunction with 
CWSRF financing.

Green Innovation Grant Program (GIGP): To improve 
and protect water quality and implement green stormwater 
infrastructure in New York. The Green Innovation Grant 
Program (GIGP) supports projects across New York State 
that utilize unique stormwater infrastructure design and 
create cutting-edge green technologies. 

GIGP provides grants on a competitive basis to projects that 
improve water quality and demonstrate green stormwater 
infrastructure in New York. The grant provides funding of 
a minimum of 40% up to a maximum of 90% of the total 
eligible project costs as provided in the application. A 
minimum of 10% up to 60% match from state or  
local sources is required.
