FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

The Red Cross partners with all branches of the
service through the Military Aid Society by providing
financial assistance to military personnel, their
families, and retired veterans. Eligible participants
can receive financial assistance through a Military
Aid Society in the form of interest free loans or an
outright grant giff that can be used to pay for back
rent or mortgage payments, utility payments, food,
burial and funeral expenses, medical and dental
expenses, vehicle payments, and repairs.

Eligible parties include: a) active duty military
personnel and their immediate families, b) reserve
and National Guard activated under Title 10, U.S.
Code, and their immediate family members, ¢) a
military retiree or spouse of retiree, d) widow(er) of
deceased service members - active or retired.
