The Elderly Pharmaceutical
Insurance Coverage (EPIC)
Program is a New York State
program for seniors admin-
istered by the Department

of Health. It helps more than
330,000 income-eligible seniors
aged 65 and older to supple-
ment their out-of-pocket

Medicare Part D drug plan costs.

Seniors can apply for EPIC at
any time of the year. They must
be enrolled or eligible to be
enrolled in a Medicare Part D
drug plan to receive EPIC bene-
fits and maintain coverage. Visit
https://www.health.ny.gov/
health_care/epic/ for more
information.
