All not-for-profit applicants must now pre-qualify on the NYS Grants Reform
website at grantsreform.ny.gov/grantees in order to apply for certain New York
State grant solicitations. Potential not-for-profit applicants are strongly encouraged
to begin the process of registering and pre-qualifying immediately as this is a
lengthy process.

New York State Department of Environmental
